Miscarriage of Justice——— 
     It is painful to witness the spiritual demise of our culture.  It is especially excruciating to see a 
blatant miscarriage of justice.  There is one current story that epitomizes the spiritual decline of our 
culture and the gross corruption of our judicial system.  It is a case where a prosecutor and a grand 
jury had an opportunity to shine the light of truth and administer justice.  Instead, the truth was ban-
ished and justice perverted.   It is the very definition of “miscarriage of justice.”  The true villain is 
exonerated and treated as a hero, and the true hero is charged with a crime. 
     Two individuals from the Center for Medical Progress worked diligently for years to uncover 
the bloody truth about Planned Parenthood.  They assumed false identities (because Planned 
Parenthood has a database of pro-life activists) and went undercover to inquire about purchasing 
“fetal tissue” from aborted babies.  With a hidden camera, they recorded Planned Parenthood repre-
sentatives casually discussing how they can alter abortion techniques in order to maximize the in-
come and “diversify revenue streams”.  They described in detail how they could preserve a baby’s 
head (because that is the high-priced item!) during an abortion.
